1. Budget
The budget is currently on track and has been emailed to the Commissioners.

2. Grounds/Buildings 
Chief Graeber informed the Board that PUD 3 will be setting new poles along Krabbenhoft Rd. in June and the guy wires will be on District property.   An agreement between PUD 3 and MCFPD #3 will be required.
