         4.  EMS Levy

   Commissioner Petcu said that as a result of the Town Hall Meeting a committee was formed to
   discuss the EMS Levy and come up with recommendations.   Committee Chairman Bob Shanks
   gave a report regarding the amount the Committee members thought the levy rate should be if 
   an EMS Levy is placed on the ballot in 2011.  He said one person recommended 21 cents, 5 people
   recommended 20 cents and 2 people recommended 18 cents, therefore the Committee did not
   reach a consensus for an amount.  Commissioner Petcu thanked the Committee for their work.
   The Commissioners discussed whether or not to put an EMS levy on the ballot, which election date

   to use, and the levy rate.
   Commissioner Hoopman moved to ask for the amount of $.18 per thousand for the EMS

   Levy.  Motion seconded.  Vote:  Aye – 3, Nay – 0.  Motion carried.
   Commissioner Catron moved to adopt Resolution 2010-06 – LEVY REPLACEMENT
